These 10 high school graduates will receive $10,000 per year for up to four years toward 
college expenses. To date, the scholarship program, now in its 14th year, has awarded 
$9.02 million to 226 students from 42 states and attending more than 120 
undergraduate campuses. 2024 recipients were recognized at an exclusive Scholars 
Retreat at the Reagan Library, including leadership-development activities and a formal 
awards program. 
 
 To qualify, students must: 

● Demonstrate the attributes of leadership, integrity, drive, and citizenship within 
their communities, schools, and workplaces 

● Display strong academic performance (minimum 3.0 grade point average/4.0 
scale or equivalent)

● Be current high school seniors attending high school within the United States, 
(including any U.S. territories or commonwealths), and graduating in the current 
academic year. Applicants living on a U.S. Armed Forces base and attending high 
school outside the U.S. are eligible. 

● Plan to enroll in a full‑time undergraduate course of study at an accredited 
four‑year college or university in the United States for the entire upcoming 
academic school year 

● Be citizens of the United States of America
